V. NATIONAL COUNCIL LICENSURE EXAMINATIONS

A. 4" Quarter NCLEX-PN® Results

Ms. Drake-Speer reported that the FY 2010 NCLEX-PN® results
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were sent to each approved practical nursing program via electronic
mail. ABN Administrative Code, Rule 610-X-3-.04(2) specifies,
“Graduates, as a composite of first-time writers, shall achieve no
less than an eight percent (80%) pass rate on a Board selected
national licensure exam. The Board shall establish the reporting
time period.”

All Board approved practical nursing programs met the 80% pass
rate for first-time writers of the NCLEX-PN®.

Ms. Drake-Speer provided copies of the 4™ quarter NCLEX-PN®
results for the Board’s information and review.

The Board reviewed and discussed the NCLEX® results.

On November 18, Dr. Lavender moved that the Board provide a
Notice of Compliance with the NCLEX-PN® outcome standard
for the practical nursing programs that have a FY 2010 NCLEX-
PN® pass rate of 80% or above. Ms. LaRue seconded. Motion
carried without objection.

Dr. Dearman was not present for the discussion or vote.

4™ Quarter NCLEX-RN® Results

Ms. Drake-Speer reported that the FY 2010 NCLEX-RN® results
were sent to each approved registered nursing program via
electronic mail. ABN Administrative Code, Rule 610-X-3-.04(2)
specifies, “Graduates, as a composite of first-time writers, shall
achieve no less than an eight percent (80%) pass rate on a Board
selected national licensure exam. The Board shall establish the
reporting time period.”

The following Board approved registered nursing programs did not
meet the 80% passing standard for first-time writers of the NCLEX-
RN®: 1) Bevill State Community College ADN — 79.4%; 2) Bishop
State Community College ADN — 77.4%; 3) LBW Community
College MacArthur Campus — 70%; 4) Wallace Community College
Dothan — 66.3%; 5) Jefferson Davis Community College — 67.2%;
and 6) Central Alabama Community College — 72.2%.

Ms. Drake-Speer reported that a student from the University of
South Alabama used the program code for the University of Mobile
BSN program. After the correction, the University of Mobile BSN
program had a pass rate of 81.8% and the University of South
Alabama pass rate changed to 84.8%.
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The University of Mobile ADN program did not meet the 80%
passing standard for the second year in a row.

Spring Hill College BSN program received a Notice of Deficiency for
a FY 2008 pass rate of 79.2% and a Notice of Continued
Deficiency for a FY 2009 pass rate of 78.6%. The FY 2010 pass
rate is 63%.

Stillman College BSN program was provisionally approved in July
2006. They received a Notice of Deficiency for a FY 2009 pass rate
of 66.7%. The FY 2010 pass rate is 12.5%.

Lawson State Community College ADN program received a Notice
of Deficiency for a FY 2008 pass rate of 68.3%. The received a
Notice of Continued Deficiency for a FY 2009 pass rate of 79%.
The FY 2010 pass rate is 76.6%.

Herzing University ADN program was provisionally approved in May
2008. They received a Notice of Deficiency for a FY 2009 pass rate
of 75%. The FY 2010 pass rate is 68.1%.

Ms. Drake-Speer provided copies of the FY 2010 NCLEX-RN®
results for the Board’s information and review.

On November 18, Dr. Lavender moved that the Board issue a
Notice of Deficiency to the following nursing programs that
failed to meet the outcome standard of a required 80% pass
rate for first-time writers of the NCLEX-RN® with an expected
correction date of September 30, 2012: 1) Bevill State
Community College ADN Program; 2) Bishop State Community
College ADN Program; 3) LBW Community College-MacArthur
ADN Program; 4) Wallace Community College Dothan ADN
Program; 5) Jefferson Davis Community College ADN
Program; and 6) Central Alabama Community College ADN
Program. Ms. Pugh seconded. Motion carried without
objection.

On November 18, Ms. Pugh moved that the Board provide a
Notice of Continued Deficiency to the University of Mobile ADN
Program for continued failure to meet the NCLEX-RN® passing
standard of 80% established by ABN Administrative Code, Rule
610-X-3-.04(2) with an expected date of correction of
September 30, 2011. Ms. Hopkins seconded. Motion carried
without objection.




On November 18, Ms. Pugh moved that the Board direct
compliance with ABN Administrative Code, Rule 610-X-3-.05(4)
to the following nursing programs for failure to correct the
identified deficiency within the time specified by the Board: 1)
Spring Hill College BSN Program; 2) Stillman College BSN
Program; 3) Lawson State Community College ADN Program,;
and 4) Herzing University ADN Program. Mr. Pugliese
seconded. Motion carried without objection.

On November 18, Dr. Lavender moved that the Board provide a
Notice of Compliance with the NCLEX-RN® outcome standard
for the remaining nursing programs that have a FY 2010
NCLEX-RN® pass rate of 80% or above. Ms. Wright seconded.
Motion carried without objection.

Dr. Dearman was not present for the discussion or vote.

Ms. Nobles and Dr. Dearman were not present for the
discussion or vote.

4. Organizational Chart

Ms. Lee reported that the Board approves the agency’s
organizational chart. The last revision occurred in May 2010
when the Attorney I/ll position was added. The Assistant
General Counsel supervises the two nurse consultants over
VDAP and probation monitoring. Those two consultants
supervise the docket clerks assigned to those areas. In
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addition, the ASA Il in operations is going to supervise two
ASA II's who will be moved to the call center.

The Board has a vacancy in the nurse workforce researcher
position but since the Board elected to eliminate activities
associated with the Center for Nursing, that position was
eliminated from the organizational chart.

089237, and Dr. John Vermillion, 26765; 3) approve the
applications listed in the roster; 4) approve applications listed in the
addendum to roster; 5) approve Hyperbaric Oxygen Therapy as an
additional duty in collaboration practice protocol for CRNP with
documented qualification in the procedure; 6) approve Hyperbaric
Oxygen Therapy as an additional duty in the collaborative practice
protocol for Kristin Tomlinson, 1-102462, and Dr. Harry E.
Studdard, 11620; and 7) approve ultrasound guidance as an
additional duty for CRNPs who are approved to perform joint
injections with documentation of qualification for the procedure.

The committee discussed the development of criteria for approval
of trigger point injection protocols for CRNP in collaborative practice
with a physician who is qualified to perform the procedures. Ms.
Nobles and Dr. Nagrodzki will bring information to the next
committee meeting.

Ms. Cotton provided copies of the roster and addendum for the
Board’s information and review.

On November 18, Ms. Wright moved that the Board accept the
recommendations from the Joint Committee and approve the
applicants for collaborative practice listed in the published
roster and addendum. Dr. Lavender seconded. Motion carried
without objection.

A written report on the standardized procedures was
accepted, as information, on the Consent Agenda.

New DEA Policy Regarding Controlled Substance
Prescriptions in Long Term and Hospice Settings

Ms. Cotton reported that the Drug Enforcement
Administration  (DEA) establishes requirements for
documentation of prescriptions for controlled substances,
Schedules 1l — V. The DEA registered practitioner is a
physician, dentist, veterinarian, hospital, or other person
licensed, registered, or otherwise permitted by the United
States or the State in which he or she practices to dispense
controlled substances in the course of professional practice.
The prescribing practitioner has a duty to ensure the
prescription is valid, meeting all DEA requirements. Prior to
dispensing the medication, the pharmacist also has a duty to
ensure the prescription was issued by a valid practitioner
and complies with DEA requirements.

DEA regulations outline situations where an employee or
agent of the individual practitioner may transmit controlled-
substance prescriptions to the pharmacy. In October, 2010,
the DEA issued a “Statement of Policy: Role of Authorized
Agents in  Communicating  Controlled  Substance
Prescriptions to Pharmacies.”

The policy is intended to provide general guidance on
designation of individuals as agents of the prescribing
practitioner for the purposes of relaying controlled substance
medication orders to a pharmacist. Registered nurses,
including certified registered nurse practitioners and clinical
nurse specialists, and licensed practical nurses in long term
care faciliies and hospice agencies routinely receive
physician orders and prescriptions that must be relayed to
an outside pharmacy. The DEA recommends a written
authorization designating an agent of the prescribing
practitioner. The policy provides recommendation for text of
the agreement, document maintenance and retention, and
communication to pharmacists. The practitioner should
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retain the original signed agency agreement during the term
of the agency relationship and for a reasonable period after
termination or revocation. A signed copy should also be
provided to the: Practitioner's designated agent; the agent’s
employer (if other than the practitioner); and any pharmacies
that regularly receive communications from the agent
pursuant to the agreement.

Upon termination of the agreement, those pharmacies that
were originally made aware of the agency agreement should
be notified by the practitioner regarding the termination of
that agreement. In most circumstances where an agent
changes employment, the agreement should be revoked.
Even where the pharmacist has a copy of an agency
agreement, the pharmacist may also have a duty to inquire
further depending upon the particular circumstances.

The policy statement repeatedly states the pharmacists
responsibility, “It is important to reiterate that a pharmacist
always has a corresponding responsibility to ensure that a
controlled substance prescription conforms with the law and
regulations, including the requirement that the prescription
be issued for a legitimate medical purpose by a practitioner
acting in the usual course of professional practice, and a
corresponding liability if a prescription is not prepared or
dispensed in a manner consistent with the CSA or DEA
regulations.”

Although the policy does not prohibit the prescriber from
designating an agent without a written agreement, “DEA
believes it is in the best interest of the practitioner, the agent,
and the dispensing pharmacist that the designation of those
persons authorized to act on behalf of the practitioner and
the scope of any such authorization be reduced to writing.”

The DEA policy will discourage pharmacists from accepting
transmitted orders for controlled substances unless there is
a previous written authorization from the prescriber to
authorize a specific individual as the agent. The DEA policy
will be strictly observed in many facilities and pharmacies,
limiting the specific individuals who may transmit controlled-
substance prescriptions to the dispensing pharmacist.

Schedule Il substances require a written prescription which

must be signed by the practitioner. In order to expedite the
filling of a prescription, a prescriber may transmit a Schedule

Il prescription to the pharmacy by facsimile. The original
Schedule Il prescription must be presented to the
pharmacist for review prior to dispensing the controlled
substance. The DEA has granted three exceptions to the
facsimile restriction for Schedule Il controlled substances. In
these cases, the facsimile prescription serves as the original
written prescription for the pharmacy. A practitioner or
practitioner’'s agent may transmit the prescription for
controlled substances to the dispensing pharmacy for: 1)
patient to receive compounded substance for parenteral, 1V,
IM, subcutaneous or intraspinal infusion; 2) resident of long
term care facilities (LTCF); and 3) patient enrolled in a
hospice care program.

A prescription for drugs in Schedules lll, IV, and V may be
communicated either orally, in writing, or by facsimile to the
pharmacist, and may be refilled if so authorized on the
prescription or by call-in.

The Nurse Practice Act, Article 5 Advanced Practice Nursing
defines prescriptive authority for legend non-controlled drugs
by certified registered nurse practitioners and certified nurse
midwives, and specifically prohibits the authority to prescribe
controlled substances. Therefore, they do not qualify for
DEA registration as prescribing practitioners for controlled
substances. CRNPs and CNMs with prescriptive authority do
have a signed collaborative protocol with the collaborating
physician. Although the collaborative protocol is not
designed to designate the CRNP or CNM as the physician’s
agent for transmitting controlled substance prescriptions, it is
common practice for the CRNP or CNM to do so, both
verbally and in writing.

Patients in long-term care facilities may obtain their
medication from any licensed pharmacy. The DEA policy
recommends a documentation process that will assist
pharmacists to confirm a prescriber’s authorized agent. The
documentation process will limit the persons who may
transmit valid prescriptions on behalf of physicians. This
process may prevent unauthorized persons from generating
fraudulent prescriptions.

CRNPs practicing in long term care facilities may be required

to execute an Authorized Agent Agreement with the
collaborating physician, in addition to the collaboration

protocol, at each facility where they practice and for
individual pharmacies used by patients in their care.

Licensed nurses in LTC and hospice who routinely convey
controlled substance prescriptions in compliance with current
DEA regulations may encounter pharmacists who refuse to
dispense prescriptions until the prescriber confirms the
agent’s authority to transmit the order.

Ms. Lee reported that she contacted the Board of Pharmacy
to see what they were going to tell the pharmacists but has
not received a response.

Ms. Cotton provided copies of the Federal Register Notice
2010-025136 for the Board’s information and review.

The Board reviewed the information provided and directed
the staff to ask for more clarification.

Dr. Dearman was not present for the discussion.

A written report on continuing education providers and a CE
plan update was accepted, as information, on the Consent
Agenda.

Report

A written report on nursing education was accepted, as information,

on the Consent Agenda.

Application for New ADN Nursing Program, ITT Technical Institute,

Madison, Alabama

Ms. Drake-Speer reported that ITT Technical Institute submitted a
letter of intent and a feasibility study to begin an Associate Degree
program. The Board reviewed the materials at the June 2010 Board
meeting. ITT is a private postsecondary institution owned and
operated by ITT Educational Services, Inc. ITT submitted an
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application for the establishment of an Associate Degree Nursing
Program.

On October 18, 19, 2010, Ms. Drake-Speer made an onsite survey
visit and toured the facility and selected clinical sites.

The application submitted for establishment of an Associate
Degree Nursing Program complies with the Standards of Approval,
ABN Administrative Code, Rule 610-X-.03-.02.

Ms. Drake-Speer provided copies of the ITT application and
exhibits, and the standards for approval review form for the Board’s
information and review.

Margaret Keen, National Chair School of Health Sciences, and
Bonita G. Young, Nursing Program Director, were present and
answered questions from the Board.

On November 18, Ms. Wright moved that the Board provide
provisional approval to ITT Technical Institute Associate
Degree Program. Mr. Howard seconded. Motion carried
without objection.

Mr. Pugliese and Ms. Nobles were not present for the discussion or
vote.

Response to Notice of Deficiency, Chattahoochee Valley
Community College ADN Program

The Board discussed the Chattahoochee Valley Community
College (CVCC) Associate Degree Nursing Program at its
September 16, 2010 meeting. Board staff presented information
regarding the initial complaint received in the Board’s office alleging
unfair grading practices in the NUR 204 Preceptorship course, a
summary of information submitted in response to this complaint by
CVCC and findings from the onsite visit of August 16, 2010. The
Board identified the following deficiency: that the CVCC Associate
Degree Nursing program did not provide clinical experience as
required by the curriculum, which includes the nursing education
program working with clinical agencies for the planning,
implementation, and evaluation of the experience, as well as
nursing faculty being accountable for planning, implementing and
evaluating student clinical learning.

The Board voted to issue a Notice of Deficiency to the CVCC
Associate Degree Nursing Program for failure to comply with

standards of approval for nursing education programs. The Notice
of Deficiency was issued on September 22, 2010 and requested
CVCC to provide evidence of its capability to carry out prescribed
minimum standards to educate students of a registered nursing
program and document correction of the deficiency within 30 days
from the date of the notice.

On October 13, 2010, the Executive Officer and Nurse Consultant
for Nursing Education met with Dr. Philip Cleveland, the Interim
President of CVCC, Department of Postsecondary Education
Chancellor Dr. Frieda Hill, Vice-Chancellor Dr. Glenn Deibert and
Linda Cater, Director of Health Careers. The Interim President
presented the college’s response to the Notice of Deficiency. The
report submitted evidence of measures instituted to prevent
reoccurrence of the issue. The documentation showed there is a
framework for implementing a systematic approach to meeting the
minimum standards for approval of nursing education programs.
Included in the documentation are: 1) systematic plan of evaluation
with revisions; 2) preceptorship manual; 3) examples of evaluation
tools for faculty and students; 4) plan for meeting preceptor and lab
hours; and 5) sample letter seeking resolution to preceptor hours.

In the report received from Acting President Cleveland twenty-three
students graduated who had not met the 90 contact hour
requirement.

At submission of this report thirty-eight students have been licensed
by the Board, six failed the NCLEX® examination and the status of
six is unknown. Dr. Cleveland’s tabulations are based on 49
students; the data submitted earlier showed 50 students. The
difference is the student who failed out of the program is not listed
in his report. This student did not obtain the 90 contact hours
required for the Nur 204 preceptorship course.

CVCC has undergone administrative changes. Dr. Laurel Blackwell,
former president, retired effective October 1, 2010. Resa Lord was
appointed Nursing Program Administrator effective August 16,
2010, and the Dean of Instruction retired. Dr. Philip Cleveland,
Interim President for CVCC received an invitation to be present at
the November Board meeting.

Pursuant to ABN Administrative Code, Section 610-X-3-05(4), the
Board must determine whether CVCC has corrected the identified
deficiencies within the time specified by the Board. If the Board
finds that CVCC has not corrected the identified deficiencies within
the time specified by the Board, the Board shall conduct a hearing.
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Following the hearing, the Board can withdraw approval of the
program, continue the approval for a specified time period, and/or
direct the nursing program administrator to notify students in
writing. There has been a change in administration at CVCC but
there is no resolution to the fact that individuals were graduated
who did not meet the curriculum requirements, particularly related
to the required ninety hours of clinical experiences in Nur 204, the
preceptorship course. The Board could, nevertheless, find that the
removal of the individuals responsible for the deficiencies has
corrected the deficiency to the extent possible, and that coupled
with the plan presented for the future, CVCC'’s response constitutes
sufficient correction of the deficiencies. If, however, the Board finds
that CVCC has not corrected the identified deficiencies, then
pursuant to Board regulations, a hearing is required.

Dr. Philip Cleveland answered questions from the Board, presented
additional information and provided copies for the Board.

Ms. Drake-Speer provided copies of the report from CVCC for the
Board’s information and review.

On November 18, Mr. Howard moved that CVCC has corrected
the deficiency to the extent possible and that CVCC be allowed
to move forward. Dr. Lavender seconded. Motion carried
without objection.

On November 18, Dr. Dearman moved that the staff conduct a
follow up survey visit in six months and at least once annually
for the next two years. Dr. Lavender seconded. Motion carried
without objection.

Mr. Pugliese and Ms. Nobles were not present for the discussion or
vote.

A public hearing was held on October 21, 2010. No one attended
the hearing. No written comments were received.

Ms. Lee provided copies of the proposed amendments for the
Board’s review and approval.

The Board reviewed and discussed the proposed amendments.

On November 18, Mr. Pugliese moved that the Board approve,
as final certification, amendments to ABN Administrative Code,
Chapter 610-X-3, Nursing Education Programs. Ms. Pugh
seconded.

ABN Administrative Code, Chapter 610-X-5, Advanced Practice
Nursing-Collaborative Practice

Ms. Lee reported that at the October 2010 meeting, the Board
approved amendments to ABN Administrative Code, Chapter 610-
X-5, Advanced Practice Nursing—Collaborative Practice. Because
the meeting occurred after the deadline for filing with the Alabama
Legislative Reference Service, the amendments would be filed in
November for the November 30 publication of the Alabama
Administrative Monthly. The Board accepted the recommendations
from the Board of Medical Examiners (BME), including changing
licensure information from the Board of Medical Examiners to the
Medical Licensure Commission (MLC). The BME had two sections
where reference to the BME was changed to the MLC.

In preparing the rules for filing, four other sections referred to
licensure by the BME rather than the MLC. Those sections were
pointed out to the general counsel for BME and the feedback was
that anywhere in the rules that mentioned physician licensure, the
body should be the MLC. There are a total of six sections that are
the MCL rather than the BME.

The deadline for filing the rules is November 19, 2010. So that the
Board is clear on the rules being filed, and the minutes accurately
reflect the Board’s actions, the action requested is to affirm the
changes in the rules prior to filing.
